Comparison of Adjectives  
COMPARISON OF ADJECTIVES
In English we make the comparative and superlative forms of the adjectives in two ways:
a. Adjective + -er / -est

b. More / Most + adjective

We have to know the number of syllables of the adjective. According to that number of syllables, we choose one way or the other.

1. Adjectives with one syllable

The adjectives with one syllable make the comparative form with “-er” and the superlative with “-est”.

The adjectives with two syllables have two possibilities:


-. The adjective has ends in –y:

3. Adjectives with three or more syllables

The adjectives with three or more syllables always have “more / most”:

Comparative adjective + than

Peter plays football better than me

Sheila can run faster than me

2. Comparative of Inferiority

Not as / so + normal adjective + as

Less + normal adjective + than

This music is not as / so interesting as that one

These exercises are less complicated than those ones

3. Comparative of Equality

As + normal adjective + as

I can draw as well as you

My dogs jump as high as your dogs
