The ordinal numbers in English are very simple to learn. Most of them are the same as the cardinal numbers, but with “-TH” at the end of them, for example:

FOUR + TH = FOURTH
There are some numbers that are irregular and do not have      “-TH”
at the end of them:

The numbers 100 and 1000 are “HUNDREDTH” and “THOUSANDTH”. With numbers above 100, the ordinal number goes at the end:
